Conditions of Entry

. All stud cattle entered throughout this section must have been registered in their

respective herd books.

All cattle must be handled and led by halter and appropriate nose clip.

If doubt should arise in the mind of the judge in any class as to the classification
of the competing animal, the matter should be referred to the Stewards in that
subsection for consideration.

Ages of cattle entered for competition shall be taken as at 30/01/26. Calf to be
entered single class or with mother only.

All cattle to be bona fide property of exhibitor.

Exhibitors to provide their own feed.

Every care and assistance given to exhibits but the Society will not be
responsible for any losses, death or accident to stock.

Under no circumstances will animals be allowed to be let out of the handler’s
control.

TUBERCULOSIS: Cattle must originate from a property classified by the Chief
Veterinary Officer of the State of Origin as Origin free of Tuberculosis.
BRUCELLOSIS: cattle must be confirmed Free tested negative or monitored
negative.

TRICHOMONIASIS: Breeding cattle from a herd in which Trichomoniasis is not
known to exist.

Breeds exhibiting only one male or female, shall only be awarded Junior or Senior
Champion ribbons, but are eligible for interbreed competition.
