Prints are not to be titled.

The committee will exercise all reasonable care with the work submitted but will
not under any circumstances hold itself responsible for any loss, damage to or
any mis-delivery of any exhibits.

If no return postage is forwarded or exhibits are not collected, they will be held
for three months and then disposed of.

Photos must be mounted on rigid black cardboard either on the front of the
board or on the back of a window cut rigid matt board.

All entries must have 4 new full size Velcro hook dots on the back of the card
with one dot in each corner.

All photos must be mounted with sufficient new tape to ensure the print does
not separate from the mount board. Double sided tape is recommended for
prints mounted on the front of the board. Blu Tack is hot acceptable.

Borders shall be no larger than 25mm on regular prints and no larger than 50mm
on enlargements.

Photo corners are not acceptable; framed or glass mounted prints are not
acceptable.

The exhibitor extends the copyright of his/her entries for insertion in the local
newspaper for promotional purposes.

All photos will be judged but if space is not available every exhibitor s best photo
will be displayed.

Unless requested otherwise by the entrant, the entrants name will be added to
the exhibit after judging.

In the event of there being less than 5 entries in a class, prize money may not
be allocated.
